During the month of September, all of our students took the Measures of Academic Pro-

gress (MAP) tests for Reading and Math. These tests create a personalized assessment
experience for each student. It provides us with essential information about what each

student knows and is ready to learn. The results of the testing sessions are available at

Teachers will be goi
conferences. The next MAP testing session will be January 7' through the 25™.

Coming up the week of November 12, students in grades 1, 3, 5 and 7 will be taking the Cognitive Abilities tests. These
tests are different from assessment tests which measure what a student has learned. The CogAt measures intellectual
ability focusing on analytic and problem solving skKills.

| wanted to share with you what our teachers learned during our two inservice days this month. On October 12, we had
several workshops for the teachers on various topics. We started the day with a Makey-Makey presentation by three of our
teachers: Mrs. Krinsky, Mrs. Clay and Mrs. Tweed. MakeyMakey is an invention kit we can use to turn everyday objects
into touchpads. From here we can combine them with the internet to create simple inventions for everyone to use and
enjoy. We have five kits here at Holy Family and are looking forward to using them with the students.

We also introduced and reviewed our new MAP resources and reports. | was able to present to the teachers a review of
content we had learned last school year and then introduce new reports and strategies from the results to ensure student
growth between test sessions.

Last Friday, teachers had the opportunity to learn about Makerspace and the activities that can be done with students.
They created circuits, used the Makey-Makey kits to teach colors in Spanish and created Halloween themed songs. They
were engaged throughout the day and time seemed to fly by! We have a few afterschool workshops planned with this
same presenter and are looking forward to learning more about Makerspace activities.
